Using County-Provided Walk Lists (Dem & DS only)        September 3, 2004
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1. INTRO "Hi, I'm xxx, [we live around the corner/down the street/ over on zz], 
VERIFY   “are you yyy?"  If the voter has moved, circle MV now.
If not:  REGISTER  them.  If Dem, point out the Permanent Absentee Ballot portion. 
If refusing, or are new voters registering Rep.: "Sorry to bother you, have a good day."  
If not home, circle NH, leave literature.
2. KERRY   "Can we count on your support for John Kerry and the Democratic ticket?"
(If the answer is no, see if you can gently find out why.  If the person is strongly against Kerry and the Democrats, just thank the person and leave.) If yes, proceed with rest of questions.
3. If you are in a district with a targeted candidate  (Ruskin, Pinard, Pyle, McNerney): That’s great.  If everyone who supports Kerry votes this year, then Kerry will win California.

4. ABSENTEE VOTING (unless newly registered & this already covered): “We’re strongly recommending that you vote absentee. … permanent absentee ballot application… I can mail it for you." For technical questions, refer to Registrar of Voters: 408-299-VOTE.
5. LAWN  SIGN If strongly for any cand.: "Would you like a lawn sign?”  If Kerry: "We’re asking a $5 donation to cover costs so that the campaign has more to spend in swing states. We can give you the [other candidate] yard  signs free.” Circle LS, write which candidate(s).
 “Would you like a bumper sticker or button? [$1 donation]" 
6. VOLUNTEER If enthusiastic about Democrats, any of our candidates, beating Bush:
    "We'd love to have your help …. Here's a volunteer form, just check what you're interested 
     in & put in your email & phone, I can fill in the rest." If yes, circle VOL  now!
